Meticulously employing techniques he has developed,
he succeeds in creating a hazy atmosphere, generating light,
and blurring the boundaries between interior and exterior,
as if to unleash the imagination and lead spectators beyond
these spaces.

Through characters deeply embedded in contemporary
society, Simon consistently probes the emotions, aspirations,
and anxieties of human existence in the face of passing time,
capturing suspended moments in a world undergoing
profound transformation.

Trained in applied arts and illustration, Dom Simon skillfully
combines drawing techniques to create his canvases, using
colored inks. His preferred medium is paper, which he delicately
caresses or roughens to extract light from the heart of the fine
material.

Dom Simon unveils a personal universe, nourished by
complementary and conflictual references. Perhaps it is for this
reason that his work always resides on the border between two
worlds. Between classicism and modernity, photography and
painting, smooth surfaces and textures, movement and stillness,
reality and dream.

Everything about Dom Simon seems to result from
mysterious unions between these opposites. Some may sense
a family resemblance with his numerous sources of inspiration:
Sarah Moon, Saul Leiter, Gerhard Richter, Edward Hopper, while
others may find connections with the cinema of Wim Wenders,
Quentin Tarantino, Stanley Kubrick, pop culture, or the quest for
light in the style of Soulages.

Dom Simon continually interrogates his artistic practice,
scrutinizing his choices, formats, and subjects. Each of his
images becomes a gateway to further exploration, leading him
down new visual journeys and creative paths.
